RULES & REGULATIONS
HUNTING OF HORSESHOE BEND RECREATIONAL AREA

Definitions.
“Board” means the Dickinson County Conservation Board
“Director” means the Director of the Dickinson County Conservation Board or a designee
“IDNR” means the Iowa Department of Natural Resources
“Permit” means Board-issued authorization to hunt Horseshoe Bend Recreational Area
“Permitee” means anyone who is issued a hunting permit by the Board.

06-01.1 Hunting on Horseshoe Bend Recreational Area. The following regulations shall govern
hunting on Horseshoe Bend Recreational Area, as managed by the Board.

06-01.2 Hunting Prohibited. Any and all hunting of Horseshoe Bend Recreational Area, under control of
the Board, shall be prohibited except as described below.

06-01.3 Controlled Deer Hunting. Hunting of deer at Horseshoe Bend Recreational Area will be
allowed and as describe below:

a) Licensing. A viable IDNR-issued hunting license is required.
b) Regulations. Any and all IDNR regulations shall be enforced.

¢) Weapon. Allowable weapons to be used include bow/archery, as described by IDNR.

I- Exception. Exception to above 06-01.3 ¢) is made to allow the use of other weapons
for those issued a permit as part of Board-established Youth Hunter
(Youth) and/or Severely Disabled Hunter (Disabled) hunting seasons.
Those issued a Youth or Disabled Permit shall have the right to use any
weapon, as approved by the IDNR to be legal for that season.

d) Permit. Hunting by any person shall only be allowed upon obtaining a Board-issued Permit.

e) Permit Process. An Application for Permit (Application) must be requested from the Board
to be considered for a Eermit. An Application can be requested by contacting
the Board at 1924 240™ Street, Milford, Iowa 51351 or (712) 338-4786.

/) Permit Issuance. Permits will be issued by way of a drawing from all Applications received.
The drawing will be conducted by the Director on the predetermined date as
specified in the below Selection Criteria — Drawing Process.

g Permit Cost. Costs associated with obtaining a Board-issued Permit are as follows:

I- Application for Permit. All Applications shall include a processing fee of $25.00. Any
Applications that do not include the processing fee will not be
considered for award of permit.

h)  Permit Period. Each awarded permit will allow the Permitee the right to hunt for a specified
period of time. Each Permit Period will be determined by the Board
developing a schedule to coincide with the IDNR’s established bow hunting
season. Each Permit Period will begin on a Monday and will terminate on the
following Sunday — with the understanding that, because of working within
the IDNR’s established seasons that it may be necessary to adjust some
Permit Periods. Reduction/increase in any Permit Period(s) will not result in
Permit costs being altered.
